Do you remember Peter on the night Jesus was ar-
rested? He claimed he had never heard of Jesus. Today
we are called to join Peter in testifying to the name of
Jesus as he does in the first reading, and in proclaiming
our love for him as Peter does in the Gospel passage.
The powerful imagery of John’s vision in the second
reading from the book of Revelation shows us the com-
pany we keep when we have faith in the name of Jesus.
We join all living creatures, “countless in number”
from “heaven, earth, under the earth, in the sea; every-
thing in the universe” (Revelation 5:11, 13). The digni-
ty and majesty described in each reading are in stark
contrast to the dark and pitiful image of Peter and the
other apostles at the time of Jesus’ arrest, trial, and cru-
cifixion. What a relief that we can all be redeemed so
completely!

SACRAMENTO
LA EUCARISTIA

Bajo las especies de pan y vino, Jesucristo

se encuentra verdadera, real y substancial-

mente presente, con su cuerpo, sangre, alma y divinidad.
Sentido de la Eucaristia como Sacramento:

Naturaleza
La eucaristia es el sacramento en el cual bajo las especies de
pan y vino, Jesucristo se halla verdadera, real y substancial-
mente presente, con su cuerpo, su sangre, su alma y su divi-
nidad.

Se le llama el “sacramento por excelencia”, porque en €l se
encuentra Cristo presente, quien es fuente de todas las gra-
cias. Ademas, todos los demas sacramentos tienden o tienen
como fin la Eucaristia, ayudando al alma para recibirlo mejor
y en la mayoria de las veces, tienen lugar dentro de la Euca-
ristia.

A este sacramento se le denomina de muchas maneras dada
su riqueza infinita. La palabra Eucaristia quiere decir accion
de gracias, es uno de los nombres mas antiguos y correcto
porque en esta celebracion damos gracias al Padre, por medio
de su Hijo, Jesucristo, en el Espiritu y recuerda las bendicio-
nes judias que hacen referencia a la creacion, la redencion y
la santificacion. (Cfr. Le. 22, 19)

1. Es el Banquete del Sefior porque es la Cena que Cristo ce-
lebrd con sus apostoles justo antes de comenzar la pasion.
(Cfr. 1 Col 11, 20).

2. Fraccion del pan porque este rito fue el que utilizo Jesus
cuando bendecia y distribuia el pan, sobre todo en la Ultima
Cena. Los discipulos de Emaus lo reconocieron — después de
la resurreccion — por este gesto y los primeros cristianos lla-
maron de esta manera a sus asambleas eucaristicas. (Cfr. Mt.
26, 25; Lc. 24, 13-35; Hech. 2, 42-46).

3. También, se le dice asamblea eucaristica porque se celebra
en la asamblea —reunion - de los fieles.

4. Santo sacrificio, porque se actualiza el sacrificio de Cristo.
Es memorial de la pasion, muerte y resurreccion de Jesucris-
to.

5. Comunion, porque es la unidon intima con Cristo que nos
hace participes de su Cuerpo y de su Sangre.

6. Didaché, es el sentido primero de la “comunion de los san-
tos” que se menciona en el simbolo de los Apostoles.

7. Misa, posee un sentido de mision, llevar a los demas lo
que se ha recibido de Dios en el sacramento. Usada desde el
siglo VI, tomada de las tltimas palabras “ite missa est".
