Dear Parishioners:

During the Second World War
certain Nazis heartlessly killed some
Jews and buried them in a mass grave.
One twelve year old boy was still alive.
He dug his way out of the shallow dirt
and went around the neighborhood
seeking shelter in homes. The people
knew what had happened and, when
they saw the boy caked in dirt they hur-
riedly shut the door in his face. One
woman was about to do the same when
the boy said: “Lady, don’t you recog-
nize me?” I am the Jesus you Chris-
tians say you love.” The lady broke
into tears and received the boy in her
home. She had made her decision for
Jesus.

The Eucharist calls us to de-
cide: are we for Jesus or not. Today’s
Gospel from the end of chapter 6 tells
us that many of the disciples said,
“This saying is hard; who can accept
it?” Then they walked away from him.
This led Jesus to say to the twelve, “Do
you also want to leave?”” He didn’t say,
“Hey, wait a minute fellows, I was just
kidding.” or “It’s just a symbol and not
really my body and blood.” Thank God
for St. Peter who, while sometimes im-
petuous, speaks for the others.
“Master, to whom shall we go? You
have the words of eternal life.”

The “real presence” of Jesus is
a mystery which Jesus himself has re-
vealed and given to his church. It can-
not be known or understood by the
mind because is so much bigger. It
must be known by the heart because it
is all about love in its best form--a total
gift of self, Jesus--body, soul & divini-
ty.

Naturaleza de los Sacramentos
Los Sacramentos, lo que la Iglesia Celebra

Son signos eficaces de la gracia, instituidos
por Cristo y confiados a la Iglesia por los
cuales nos es dispensada la vida divina.

Como el amor es algo que no es facil de demostrar, ya que es
invisible e interior, como invisible es Dios, se necesita descu-
brirlo por medio de signos, que son realidades que el hombre
puede entender y ver. Por ejemplo, no basta con sentir o pensar
que se ama a alguien, hay que demostrarlo con palabras y gestos

para que el otro se sienta amado.

En el sentido etimoldgico, la palabra latina “sacramentum” es un
sustantivo que se deriva del adjetivo “sacer” — “sacra” —
“sacrum” que significa algo que santifica (“res sacrans”) y equi-
vale en griego a la voz “misterio” (cosa oculta, sacra, o secreta).
En ellos se realiza la accion oculta de Dios que se revela en cada
acto donde existe un compromiso del hombre frente a Dios. En
un principio, el Plan de Dios para los hombres era algo oculto,
es en Cristo donde se logra su total manifestacion. La obra de
Cristo es sacramental porque el misterio de salvacion se hace
presente bajo la accion del Espiritu Santo.

Por ello, Jesucristo instituye los sacramentos que “son signos
eficaces de la gracia, instituidos por Cristo y confiados a la Igle-
sia por los cuales nos es dispensada la vida divina” (Cat.
n.1131). Ellos son un puente entre Dios y el hombre, donde se
obtiene plena comunicacién. Son signos sensibles de una reali-
dad sagrada, espiritual, invisible — no se puede palpar la gracia —
y trascendente. Mediante ellos, los fieles se unen a Dios y parti-
cipan — de manera misteriosa y real — de la vida divina. Poseen
una “eficacia” sobrenatural que hace posible que la gracia se
produzca, no son algo que significa la gracia, sino que la produ-
cen.

Al haber sido confiados los sacramentos a la Iglesia, ellos son de
la Iglesia Cat. n.1118. La Iglesia es considerada como sacramen-
to de la accion de Cristo — que actiia en ella por medio del Espi-
ritu Santo- y por ser signo e instrumento de la unién con Dios y
de la unidad de todo el género humano. (Cfr. Vaticano II, Const.
Lumen gentium, n.1). Por lo tanto, los sacramentos existen “por
ella” y “para ella” porque son los que constituyen la Iglesia.

Todo lo que Cristo hacia y decia en su vida oculta y en su vida
publica — aunque a veces resultara incomprensible - tenia un
sentido de salvacion. Era la preparacion que se necesitaba para
cuando llegara el momento de entregar a la Iglesia todos estos
misterios.

Lo que Cristo da en los sacramentos, por medio de la Iglesia 'y
sus ministros, tiene su fundamento en los misterios de la vida de
Cristo. Los sacramentos son las obras maestras de Dios.

La Iglesia — sacramento universal de salvacion — es el signo visi-
ble de la presencia de Cristo presente entre los hombres. Cristo
le da a su Iglesia los sacramentos — “maravillas de Dios” —y
estos hacen que Ella cumpla con la mision de santificar, distri-
buyéndolos a los fieles, como camino hacia la santificacion.
