Dear Parishioners:

“How can this man give us his
flesh to eat?” For weeks we have been
listening to Jesus’ “Bread of Life” dis-
course from chapter 6 of John’s Gos-
pel. It has always been a mystery to me
how most fundamentalists who inter-
pret the Bible in a literal way conven-
iently skip over this chapter or simply
say it is symbolic and not to be taken
literally.

Although the world in our day
is very confused about right and
wrong, there is still one taboo which
we all agree on — cannibalism. I still
remember the shock and horror which
the crash of a jet in the Andes carrying
a soccer team caused in the 70’s. They
survived by doing the unthinkable.
That real life incident can help us to
understand why many walked away
because they found Jesus’ teaching to
be too much for them. For the Jewish
people blood and life was one and the
same. They were forbidden to drink the
blood of animals, much less that of hu-
mans. But still we know that in many
cases the transfusion of blood can save
lives. It is the transfusion of life from
Jesus in the Eucharist that gives us life
eternal.

No, we are not a religion of

cannibals! It is the glorified Christ who
we receive in the un-bloody sacrifice of
the Mass which calls us to faith. Still
for many it is too much, but for those
who believe, it is everything we could
hope for from God.

Son un medio de comunicacion entre
el hombre y Dios, asi como medios de salva-
cion.

Al ser los sacramentos un medio de comunica-
cion entre el hombre y Dios, asi como medios
de salvacion, debemos de preguntarnos sobre la
necesidad que tiene el hombre de recibirlos.

Sabemos que Dios puede comunicar su gracia
