ECHOING MARY’S DECISION

The angel Gabriel today confronts Mary
with a mystery. The mystery of salvation in
Christ is not a mystery that is solved, but a
reality beyond our comprehension that we
must choose to enter into. In the liturgy of
the Eastern Church, everyone waits to see if
Mary will enter into the mystery: God waits,
Adam and Eve and all the souls of the dead
who long for paradise wait, angels wait for
new heavenly companions. And there is
much rejoicing when her decision is “yes.”

We have less dramatic choices offered
to us, but the mystery of our salvation in
Christ is by no means “solved.” We may
understand it a bit better due to Mary’s
“yes.” We may be a bit closer to it through
the passion, death, and resurrection of Jesus
Christ. But it still remains a mystery to
which we all must give our own “yes.”
Soon we will be singing “O come, let us
adore him.” May our Advent prayer, our
echo of Mary’s “yes,” continue then, so we
may enter into the mystery of our salvation
in Jesus Christ, God among us.

Asi por ejemplo, cuando se provoca el aborto,
aunque sea con la "buena intencion" de procurar
el bienestar material, psiquico, o social de la ma-
dre, de hecho se produce el peor mal para ella: se
niega, o se pretende negar, con inhumana violen-
cia, lo que ella realmente es en lo mas profundo:
madre, dadora de vida; al tiempo que se asesina

a una persona inocente, su hijo.

Lo mismo cabe decir de los que ciegan artificio-
samente las fuentes de la vida; los que pretenden
disolver el matrimonio; los que justifican -"por
amor", dicen--las llamadas relaciones prematri-
moniales, u homosexuales; los que no dan im-
portancia a la masturbacién; los que con aparien-
cia de justicia niegan los derechos humanos, etc.

Suele decirse que "el infierno esta empedrado de
buenas intenciones". Y es muy posible que sea
cierto. La sabiduria popular comprende que no
basta querer hacer el bien, sino que es menester
hacerlo; y para ello es indispensable la voluntad
realmente buena, sincera, de conocer el bien, de
aprender a discernir el bien del mal. De lo con-
trario, seria una vil hipocresia hablar de "buena

voluntad" o de "buena intencion".
