Dear Brothers and Sisters:

In Mark’s Gospel which we heard
proclaimed today, Jesus cures the leper.
Leprosy in ancient biblical times was a
death sentence because it was highly con-
tagious and without a cure. Much like liv-
ing on death row, the end was drawn out
and, in the meantime, the poor victim
lived in isolation from others. There was
also a terrible stigma which came with the
disease as if the sufferers had been cursed
or punished by God. It was as if their sins
were worn on their outer flesh. It is no
wonder that the word “leper” spelled
backwards is “repel” because that was
what they experienced.

Spiritual writers throughout the
centuries have often concluded that what
leprosy is to the body, sin is to the soul
because it also cuts us off from life in the
Sacraments and isolates us from the com-
munity of faith. Isn’t it interesting then,
that the patron Saint of our parish, Francis
of Assisi, should come to know life in
Christ by his encounter with a leper? He
said, “What was once bitter suddenly be-
came sweet.”

The season of Lent will soon be

upon us, and the passages from the Gospel
of Mark we’ve been hearing these past
Sundays are meant to transition us into
“springtime” in our own spiritual life.
Like the leper and St. Francis, we seek the
touch of Jesus where we are untouchable
and his love where are unlovable. Jesus
said it very clearly when he told his disci-
ples that the sick need a doctor not the
healthy. It was for that reason that he
came, to restore us from leprosy to life.
