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Dear Parishioners:

Regardless of one’s political affilia-
tion there is one American ritual with
which we are all familiar. Every four years
we witness the inauguration of a president.
This coming Friday, January 20t%, millions
will tune in to watch the oath of office be-
ing taken and then listen to an inaugural
address, a speech which will set the tone for
the next four years in this country.

Last Monday we celebrated the So-
lemnity of the Baptism of the Lord. Jesus,
now a man of thirty years, goes to the Jor-
dan River where he asks his cousin John
the Baptist to perform yet another ritual of
cleansing. Have you ever wondered why it
took place? Certainly Jesus was sinless.
John's baptism was one of repentance or
the leaving behind of a life of sin. But John
said the Baptism of Jesus was in the Spirit.
It was a new life which Jesus made possible
for all that would follow him into the wa-
ters of Baptism.

It was also an inauguration for the
Lord who is about to begin his public min-
istry. From the Jordan he goes to the syna-
gogue in Nazareth where he reads from the
Prophet Isaiah and adds, “These words are
fulfilled in your hearing.” It is his inaugu-
ral address which sets the tone for his min-
istry.

Similarly our own Baptism was not only
about the remission of our sin but also a
commissioning. We all have been anointed
priest, prophet and king with the mandate
to live a new life in Christ; that is to say
service.

THREE MISSIONS

Today we begin with one of the “servant songs” from the book
of Isaiah, a song prophetic of Jesus’ ministry of service. Isaiah’s mis-
sion is not only to bring back the children of Jacob to gather in Isra-
el; it is also to be “a light to the nations” (Isaiah 49:6). Jesus Christ,
as servant, will be the fulfillment of the ancient prophecy and the
basis of the new.

This Sunday we begin a series of readings from Paul’s letter to
the Corinthians. Here Paul is identified by his mission: he is an apos-
tle of Jesus Christ. The church at Corinth to whom he addresses this
letter is also identified: it is part of the universal church of God. The
Corinthians are called to holiness, as are all Christians.

Though the feast of the Baptism of the Lord was celebrated last
Monday, today’s Gospel also alludes to the importance of that event.
The reading emphasizes that Jesus “outranks” John: his baptism in
the Spirit will eradicate sin. Jesus accepts John’s baptism, even

though it is he himself who is the Lamb of God.

TRES MISIONES

Hoy comenzamos con una de las “cantos del siervo”
del libro de Isaias, una canto profético sobre el ministerio
de servicio de Jesus. La mision de Isaias no sélo es lograr
que los hijos de Jacob se retinan en Israel, sino también es
convertirse en “una luz de las naciones” (Isaias 49:6).
Jesucristo, como servidor, serd el cumplimiento de la
antigua profecia y la base de la nueva.

Este domingo comenzamos una serie de lecturas de
la carta de san Pablo a los corintios. Aqui se define a
Pablo de acuerdo a su mision: es un apostol de
Jesucristo. La Iglesia en Corinto a quien se dirige en su
carta también se define: es parte de la Iglesia universal
de Dios. Los corintios, como todos los cristianos, son
llamados a la santidad.

Aunque la fiesta del Bautismo del Serior se celebrd el
domingo pasado, el Evangelio de hoy también alude a la
importancia de dicho acontecimiento. La lectura enfatiza
que Jesus “tiene precedencia” sobre Juan: su bautismo
en el Espiritu erradicard el pecado. Jesiis acepta el
bautismo de Juan, a pesar de que él mismo es el Cordero
de Dios.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

Al escribir Tradiciones de nuestra fe me he encon-
trado con muchas fiestas patronales en Espatia, Latinoa-
mérica y Estados Unidos de América. Muchas de ellas
mantienen su cardcter religioso mientras que otras son
simplemente una excusa para festejar, mejorar la econo-
mia local o hacer politica, pero no por estas razones de-
ben ser descartadas.

Tomemos, por ejemplo, la fiesta de san Sebastidin de
las Ovejas en la frontera entre Argentina y Chile. Esta
fiesta es mds vieja que ambas naciones y su peregrina-
cion pisa los dos suelos. A lo largo del tiempo, esta fiesta
ha sufrido por razones politicas entre ambas naciones,
pero a partir de 1980 las autoridades eclesidsticas, civi-
les y gubernamentales han intentado revitalizar esta
fiesta por varios motivos.

Las autoridades eclesidsticas la usan para renovar el
cristianismo ariadiendo las enserianzas y prdcticas del
Concilio Vaticano 1I a las tradiciones antiguas. Las au-
toridades civiles la utilizan para incrementar el comer-
cio y el turismo en la region. Los gobiernos de Chile y
Argentina la ven como un enlace benéfico entre ambas
naciones.

Las fiestas patronales buscan integrar todos los as-
pectos del ser humano, su politica, economia, cultura,
