Hace unos 4000 aiios el pueblo de Babilonia ya feste-
jaba la llegada de un nuevo afo con grandes fiestas
de primavera. Los judios, al igual que otros pueblos
agricolas, también celebraban su afio nuevo durante
la primavera, el primer dia de Nisén (a principios de
abril).

Fue Julio César quien nos dio la fecha del primero
de enero como el inicio de nuestro calendario. En
1582 el Papa Gregorio XIII reformé el calendario pa-
ra darnos el que actualmente esta en uso. No obstante,
los cristianos continuaron celebrando el afio nuevo en
primavera para evitar los excesos del “hombre viejo”.
Hace 400 afios la Iglesia comenzé a celebrar el dfa pri-
mero de enero buscando cristianizarlo lo mejor posi-
ble. Por eso en el calendario litargico este dfa es dedi-
cado a Maria, Madre de Dios.
