Hay habitos perfectivos y habitos corruptores. Nadie
es espontaneamente una persona honrada o una per-
sona corrupta. La sabiduria y la estupidez son siem-
pre conquistas personales, logradas con el esfuerzo
de la libertad. Por eso Jesucristo sitia la estupidez
entre los graves desordenes morales (Mc 7, 22).

Hay ignorancias invencibles y discapacidades natu-
rales. Pero la estupidez es un logro responsable, re-

sultado de la eleccion de la ignorancia como sistema
de resolver dificultades (por ejemplo, como no me
interesa resolver el problema del aborto, niego a la
ciencia cuando dice que hay ser humano desde el

instante de la concepcion, etc.). Es ésta una modali-

dad que configura muchas personalidades que habi-

tan hoy en nuestro planeta.

Tanto la sabiduria como la estupidez son libres y se
adquieren con el ejercicio esforzado de la libertad.
