Dear Parishioners:

In today’s Gospel we hear Jesus
predict His passion and rebuke Peter. I
am reminded of a film I saw with the
title “Mother Teresa.” It showed her
looking over a house that was being
prepared for her sisters in San Francis-
co, California. A priest narrates: “I was
gently informed that the springs could
go, the mattresses could go, the carpet-
ing could go...” A workman then ex-
plains the workings of the building’s
hot water heater, and the sister lightly
tells him, “I don’t think we will be
needing it. For us to understand the
poor, we must know what poverty is.”

The film came to my mind be-
cause I spent Labor Day with our Cap-
uchin Friars in Union City, N.J. Our Fr.
Nick, the Provincial of our province,
spoke of his experience in India where
Mother Teresa received her call to
work among the poor. He told us of a
visit to a shelter for women she found-
ed. It had none of the amenities which
we are accustomed to but it was clean
and the women were treated with dig-
nity, something that they had never ex-
perienced before. Mother Teresa’s sim-
plicity and embrace of poverty are a
rebuke to the world. She didn’t play
games. How about us?

Honesty in our relationships, especially
with Jesus, is essential. This is the mes-
sage which we hear our Holy Father
Pope Francis proclaiming to our world.
We would rather hear a Gospel without
the cross like St. Peter, but that would
not be authentic discipleship. May we
embrace the Lord’s words and act on
them.

fianza. El temor solamente, es decir, sin esperanza, no es otra
cosa que desesperacion.
