Dear Parishioners:

The Word of God proclaimed through-
out the world on the 26™ Sunday of Ordinary
Time is very timely as it coincides with the
end of the visit of Pope Francis who departs
for Rome at 8 pm this evening. Still fresh in
our minds are images like the exchange of
books between Fidel Castro and the Holy Fa-
ther. Each was respecting the other’s beliefs,
as incompatible as they may be.

In today’s first reading from the Book
of Numbers Eldad and Medad receive a por-
tion of the spirit even though they were absent
from the gathering of the elders when the out-
pouring of God’s Spirit took place. Joshua,
Moses’s aid, objects, but Moses tells him not
to impose limitations on what God can do or
how he must do it.

The Gospel is similar. John told Jesus
that there was a man using his Holy name to
expel demons, because “he is not of our com-
pany.” John said, “We tried to stop him.” Je-
sus, like Moses, did not want the man stopped.
He said, “Anyone who is not against us is with
us.”

We owe a revered respect to our
Church with its rules and its ways of worship,
and members should observe them. We are
glad that God is present to us, but we should
not say that he is absent to others just because
they do not belong “to our company.” Yes, we
should acknowledge our differences without
quarrel and accept those who are not opposing
us, as being for us. For example, it would be
wrong for Catholic charismatics to think that
they relate to God in a more perfect way than
other Catholics. It is likewise wrong for
“Council of Trent” traditionalists to envision
their way as the only way for Catholic wor-
ship. If we are truly Spirit people, we’ll have
the spirit of love and peaceful cooperation. If
we are really traditionalists we’ll go to the
source of tradition from where Jesus and Pope
Francis teach us to be accepting of others.

.QUE ES LA ESPIRITUALIDAD?

Espiritualidad renovada

La Espiritualidad de la Iglesia Catolica trata de ser equilibrada entre
doctrina y vivencia, entre teoria y practica, entre contemplacion y
apostolado.

INTRODUCCION
1. ; Qué es la espiritualidad?
Parte de la teologia que estudia el dinamismo que produce el Espi-
ritu en la vida del alma: como nace, crece, se desarrolla, hasta al-
canzar la santidad a la que Dios nos llama desde toda la eternidad,
y transmitirla a los demas con la palabra, el testimonio de vida y
con el apostolado eficaz.
Por tanto, se busca doctrina teologica y vivencia cristiana. Si s6lo
optara por la doctrina teoldgica quitando la vivencia, tendriamos
una espiritualidad racional, intelectualista y sin repercusion en la
propia vida. Y si s6lo optara por la vivencia cristiana, sin dar la
doctrina teologica, la espiritualidad quedaria reducida a un subjeti-
vismo arbitrario, sujeta a las modas cambiantes y expuesta al error.
Asi pues, la verdadera espiritualidad cristiana debe integrar doctri-
na y vida, principios y experiencia.

2. Asi ha sido el testimonio de los santos. Santa Teresa de Avila
dice: “No diré cosa que no la haya experimentado mucho” (Vida
18, 7; Camino, prologo 3). Pero ella valoraba también mucho el
saber teologico: “No hacia cosas que no fuese con parecer de le-
trados” (Vida 36, 5). Y decia: “Es gran cosa letras, porque éstas
nos ensenian a los que poco sabemos y nos dan luz, y allegados a
verdades de la Sagrada Escritura hacemos lo que debemos. De
devociones a bobas librenos Dios” (Vida 13, 16).

3. Hay varios peligros y errores en la busqueda de una auténtica
espiritualidad.

a) Por una parte, la ignorancia en los temas espirituales es grande
y a veces lleva a que cada quien se forje su propia espiritualidad, su
propio criterio. Se suele dar por supuesto que la conciencia y la
mente estan siempre bien formadas, y se sabe muy bien discernir lo
bueno y lo malo. Pero, a decir verdad, no siempre es asi.

b) Por otra parte, estdn también los que ofrecen doctrinas falsas o
mediocres en temas espirituales. No es raro en temas de espirituali-
dad un subjetivismo arbitrario, que no se interesa por la Revela-
cion, el Magisterio, la teologia o ensefianza de los santos. Se con-
tentan con seguir sus propios gustos y opiniones. Seran falsas todas
aquellas espiritualidades que no conducen a la perfecta santidad y
al compromiso apostolico, produciendo cristianos cémodos, sa-
bihondos, soberbios intelectuales, o con ideas confusas, extrava-
gantes y etéreas...que va sacando de la chistera un malabarismo
pseudo-espiritual, que intenta agradar y hacer reir a su publico, avi-
do de espectaculo y de la comezon curiosa. Ya lo decia san Pablo:
“No soportan la doctrina sana; sino que, segun sus caprichos, se
rodean de maestros que les halagan el oido” (2 Tm 4, 3). jQué
bueno es tener buenos guias espirituales! San Juan de la Cruz reco-
mienda mucho “mirar en qué manos se pone, porque cual fuere el
maestro, tal sera el discipulo” (Llama de amor viva, 3, 30-31). Y
santa Teresa confiesa que “siempre fui amiga de letras...gran dario
hicieron a mi alma confesores medio letrados, porque no los tenia
de tan buenas letras, como yo quisiera...Buen letrado nunca me
engaiio” (Vida 5, 3).
