Reflect [ Mediitatio] (Think about
the passage—Which words stand
out?>—What is God telling us?)
Respond [ Oratio] (Allow our
hearts to respond to God. We
pray over the Scripture passages
in silence.)

Rest (Receive) [ Contemplatio]
(We put aside our own thoughts
and listen with our hearts to the
message of the scripture
passage. We are gradually
transformed by the message.
What is our response to God?
